The base has been equipped with F-51 Mustang, F-100 Super Sabre, and in 1969 Luke became the USAF’s primary F-4 Phantom II training base.  Following the base tour, we will stop for a group lunch at an appropriate place.  The cost of lunch is included in the price of the tour.
